When tightening the bolts, leave them loose 

enough that the links can be rotated with a low to medium amount of 

resistance.  This can be adjusted to preference once installation is 

complete.   

(If you are converting a 2-Step GSR into a 3-Step GSR, use the 

1/4"-20 x 2-1/4" SS Phillips Machine Screw and nylon spacers

Remove the Shelf 

Support brackets from your GSR, and mount them as shown in 

Figure 6.2 for a 5-step, or Figure 6.3 for a 6-step. 

 If you had a 3-Step GSR, and you now have a 4-Step GSR, you will be

3.1. 

Check the operation of the GSR be collapsing the steps and storing 

them.  Pull the steps back out and repeat the process several times. 

If the steps are too loose, the 1/4"-20 x 1-1/16” SS Hex Bolts in the 

side of the Step Assembly can be slightly tightened. If the steps are 

difficult to collapse, the 1/4”-20 x 1-1/16” SS Hex Bolts can be 

loosened.  A small adjustment makes a significant difference.  

Typically 1/8 of a turn or less is enough to be noticeable. 

Once Adjusted, your installation is complete, and your steps are 

ready for service.
